& Memphis. Memphis served as the capital of Upper and Lower Egypt some 5,000
years ago during the first Dynasty. Our welcome dinner tonight is at Tabbouleh
Restaurant, a cozy Lebanese restaurant with Oriental & Lebanese dishes.

Saturday, February 19, 2011~ Cairo

Luxor is divided into three main
parts the City, lying in the East side of the Nile, the Town of Karnak, which is north of the city and the West
Bank (Thebes). The city is a fusion of old and new! Afternoon at leisure is on your own to explore. Tonight
enjoy the Sound & Light Show at Karnak Temple, a poetic narrative of the artistic treasures and great legacy
of the temple.
