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ITINERARY

July 28, 2011 ~ Disembark Seven Seas Voyager / Stockholm

Upon disembarkation of the Regent Voyager, we are met at the pier by our guide and will proceed on our
Stockholm City Tour. The tour will begin at the Vasa Museum that has on display the almost fully intact 17"
century ship that has ever been salvaged. This 64-gun warship Vasa sank on her maiden voyage in 1628. Next
we will be guided on a walkthrough of Gamla Stan, Stockholm Old Town. The town dates back to the 13th
century, and consists of medieval alleyways, cobbled streets, and archaic architecture. While touring Gamla
Stan, we will visit the Royal Palace and City Hall both located in the Old Town. The Royal Palace is the official
residence of the Swedish Monarch. The City Hall of Stockholm is one of the most beautiful and well known
buildings in Sweden and the most exclusive ballroom in Stockholm, frequently used for the yearly Nobel Prize
Banquet.

Your tour will conclude at a local restaurant for lunch. Afterwards, transfer to our hotel for check in, with the
balance of the afternoon and evening at leisure.

Overnight at the Hilton Stockholm Slussen (B on the ship, L)

July 29, 2011 ~ Stockholm
Enjoy a leisurely breakfast at the hotel.

After breakfast, we will meet with our local guide and proceed
on our tour of Drottningholm Palace. Enjoy the scenic
countryside on our drive from Stockholm to the palace.
Drottningholm was originally built in the late 16th century. It
served as a residence of the Swedish royal court for most of the
18th century. Apart from being the private residence of the
Swedish royal family, the palace is a popular tourist attraction.
After our guided tour of the palace, we will have time to explore
the grounds and gardens.

Lunch will be provided at the palace before departing back to Stockholm.

The rest of your day is on your own to explore Stockholm.
