by Hans Christian Andersen’s fairytale. Along the tour, we will 
enjoy an inside visit to Rosenborg Castle, where the Crown Jewels are protected by the Royal Guards. 
 
Your tour will conclude at a local restaurant for lunch and transportation back to the Marriott.
